Start 6: Squabb Wood 2 miles (3k)
Buses leave Romsey 12.15pm

Distribution of sponsorship donations:

Registration & Transport:
Registration is £5, payable in advance. Prior to the walk
you will be given a time to register at the Crosfield Hall,
Romsey, from where free transport will take you to
your chosen start point. There is ample free parking in
Romsey on Sunday.

Course:
The route will be fully marshalled and patrolled and signed
at key way points. There are plenty of toilets on the route.

Fitness requirements:
You should be confident that you can walk your chosen
distance. The route has a number of stiles and gateways
plus some rough ground to negotiate.

Medical back up:
The course marshals will be able to help by calling in
medical assistance in the unlikely event of an emergency.

Restrictions:
Walkers under 14 must be accompanied by an adult.
Dogs to be kept under strict control and on a lead near
all livestock.
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
